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Sierra Club gives Greens the highest mark
The Sierra Club of Canada has released a final report card that rated the five major parties and their environmental platforms. The five major parties were awarded grades based on their platforms, statements and actions.
The final grades were as follows:

Green Party: A
NDP: C+
Bloc: C
Liberals: C-
Conservatives: F
Parry Sound-Muskoka Green Party candidate, Glen Hodgson was pleased with the results although not surprised by the high grades earned by the Green Party platform.
 
“The other parties like to try and convince voters that they are as green as the Green Party to try and persuade people who are concerned about the health of the environment to compromise their vote and support them. This non-partisan evaluation clearly shows that we are the only party that can be trusted to take real action on the environment and seriously deal with climate change.”
The Election report Card was produced by experts, volunteers and staff from across Canada. The information provided by the parties was fairly compiled, scrutinized and judged against what needs to be done to protect Canada's natural environment.

“I wasn’t surprised that we came out on top,” said Hodgson, “but what did surprise me was how far behind the other parties, including the NDP, are compared to the Green Party. It is quite stark and should make it easy to help voters make a decision on May 2nd.”
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
